John Riddell (Jack) 

1891-1915 

Born on the 14th of December 

1981 at Annani, Waverly, John Riddell was the fourth child and 

second son of James J & Mary Riddell. 

John was the first of three brothers to enlist in the New Zealand 

Expeditionary Force when the First World War broke in 1914. He was 

a Lance Corporal in the 4th Waikato Company of the Auckland 

Mounted rifles. John landed on the Gallipoli penninsula on May 8th 

1915 and was wounded three months later. He died aged 23 on 

August 5th, 1915 abroad the hospital Ship NMHS ñGloucester Castleò, 

which was evacuating him to 

Alexandria in Egypt. He was buried 

at sea in the Mediterranean. Johnôs 

death is recorded on the Lone Pine 

Memorial at Anzac Cove Gallipoli, 

Gordonton Cemetery and also here 

at Woodlands.
